Call to Order, Roll Call. Announcements. Determination of Quorum, Public Comment -
Having established that a quorum was present for the conduct of business, President John
Meyer called the meeting to order at approximately 5=04 p.m. There was no Public Comment.

Approval of Minutes of 5/i7/lO Regular Meeting - Mr. Sanders moved and Mr. Taxman
seconded approval of the minutes of the May 17, 2O1O Regular Meeting with no corrections.
The motion passed 9 - O - 1 (Mr. Franson abstaining)

Approval of Minutes of 7/i6/iO Annual Meeting - Mr. Foy moved and Mr. Thorpe seconded
approval of the minutes of the July 17, 2O1O Annual Meeting with one correction. The motion
passed 9-0-1 (Mr. Gilbert abstaining).

Approval of Minutes of 7/i6/iO Special Meeting - Ms. Guthery moved and Mr. Brett
seconded approval of the minutes of the May 17, 2O1O Special Meeting with no corrections.
The motion passed 9-0-1 (Mr. Gilbert abstaining).

President's Report- Mr. Meyer welcomed (back) Betsy Matteson and Bill Patterson, newly
elected Board of Directors (BOD) members who will join Nancy Kornblum in officially starting
on September 1st. Mr. Meyer invited the new members to participate in the BOD meeting
and to stay for the executive session. Mr. Meyer extended a special thank you to Ms.
Kornblum for her commitment and participation in recent meetings before her official start.

Mr. Meyer suggested a review of the remaining 2O1O BOD meeting dates. The Board
determined to: move the Monday, September 2O regular meeting to Wednesday, September
29; move the Monday, October 18 regular meeting to Monday, November 8 and keep the
Monday, December 13 regular meeting date as originally scheduled. Mr. Meyer reiterated that



each BOD meeting would start at 6 p.m. and that there would be other Committee meetings
and Special meetings held between the regular BOD meetings.
Mr. Meyer recapped that the BOD's discussion of organizational priorities for 2O11 at the BOD
retreat in June was reorganized and reformatted by the Executive Committee per the star
ranking, using 3 stars to signify priority items, then CCA management provided comments
back to the Executive Committee. The final ranking of the priorities will help to drive the time
frame for implementation.

Ms. Connelly reminded the BOD that all members needed to complete and return their
disclosure and confidentiality forms before September 1st.

Executive Director's Report - Ms. Connelly responded to questions and comments
regarding her written Executive Director's Report.

COMMITTEE REPORTS -

Gift Acceptance Committee - Mr. Meyer reported that the Gift Acceptance Committee
suggested ratifying the acceptance of anonymous donor's gift of approximately $6,000 to
cover the cost for the upper tennis court resurfacing. Due to timing and condition of the
court, resurfacing needs to be completed within a few weeks. Ms. Woodberry noted that the
only stipulation to the gift was the donor's request for anonymity. Ms. Woodberry moved
and Mr. Brett seconded approval of the cash gift for the specific purpose of resurfacing
the upper tennis court. Mr. Taxman stated that the donor would be assured that the work
was conducted properly and that the court would be properly maintained. The motion was
passed unanimously 12-O-O.

Mr. Meyer reported that the Gift Acceptance Committee recommended acceptance of a
book collection. Ms. Connelly and Mr. Meyer clarified that all non-cash gifts are required to
be presented to the BOD to ensure the quality and appropriateness of the gift. Ms.
Woodberry moved and Mr. Franson seconded the motion to accept the gift of the book
collection. The motion passed unanimously 12-O-O.

Finance Committee - Mr. Taxman reported that performance year-to-date is ahead in all
categories. Ms. Connelly reported that everything on the supplemental appropriation list has
been accomplished or is underway except for some legal fees. Ms. Brophy provided a general
overview of variances.
